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Notes from the President

Hello OC,
I am sending this special edition of NOTES today in hopes of filling some of our inspection trips.  We have a number of them to fill for the balance of 2008 and I am hoping we can get these booked soon.  Some of these you have seen for awhile and some are brand new with this being the first they are being seen by anyone.  We pride ourselves on the fact that we send a team of our franchise owners to each destination we market.  We have missed a couple of trips this year already without getting them filled.  With 100+ franchise offices I would hope we could fill these trips as they come up.  The trips are all greatly reduced to you as an OC franchise owner – don’t hesitate, take a trip!
23 Spots Open!!!!!
(1 Spot Open) – Ontario Black Bear
An inspection trip to Gateway North Outfitters has been set for Sept 6-13, 2008 for a fall black bear hunt.  The offer is a 2 for 1 deal for two OC franchise owners.  Josh Slingerland (OC-ME) has confirmed one spot so there is only one left.  Regular cost for black bear hunt there is $2,000 so your cost will be $1,000 per franchise owner.  These are highly successful bear hunts and are 6 day hunts.  
(2 Spots Open) – BC Moose
The inspection trip to Ruby Rock Lodge in British Columbia has been set for Sept 20-26, 2008.  The 2X1 moose hunt is normally $5,500 each.  They have offered us two spots at $3,500 each ($2,000 discount on a BC moose hunt).  Please check Ruby Rock’s web site to get a look at their operation.  Howard Gulick (OC-KY) has had clients that have hunted moose at Ruby Rock in the past. 
(2 Spots Open) – Colorado Archery Elk
The inspection trip to Rockin’ H Outfitters has been set for Sept 17-23, 2008 for a five day archery elk hunt.  The hunt will be guided 2X1 and will include lodging and meals as well as guided elk hunting on private land.  Arrival will be Sept 17 in time to see the ranch a bit and have dinner.  Hunt will be the 18th through the 22nd and we will depart on the morning of Sept. 23.  The normal cost of this hunt is $2,200 and Dave is giving us two spots for $1,700 each for the inspection.  There are four other spots you can sell to full paying clients at the regular rate of $2,200.  

(4 Spots Open) - Minnesota Walleye
The inspection trip to Hunter Winfields (www.hunterwinfields.com) has been set for four OC franchise owners.  The trip will be for 2 days and 2 nights.  We will arrive one evening, fish the next two days and leave after fishing on the second day.  The price will include lodging and guided fishing on the famous Mille Lacs in Minnesota.  The cost will be $150 per franchise owner.  They are open to us taking this trip anytime between now and the end of Sept.  I would like to hear from those of you interested in taking this trip and what date range works best for you.  I will then put together a group from those that have similar dates.
(4 Spots Open) – Kansas Pheasant
The inspection trip to Sagebrush Hunts has been set for Dec. 15-17, 2008.  We will arrive for dinner on the 15th and then hunt pheasant on the 16th and 17th.  We can depart after the hunt on the 17th or stay the night to depart the morning of the 18th.  Cost for this trip is $350 per person and includes two nights lodging, all meals and guided pheasant hunting.
(2 Spots Open) – Nebraska Pheasant
The inspection trip to Pheasant Bonanza has been set for Sept. 26-28, 2008.  We will arrive for dinner on the 26th, hunt pheasant the morning of the 27th and the sporting clays course following lunch that day.  We will again hunt pheasant on the morning of the 28th and then depart after lunch.  Cost is $600 per franchise owner.  There are four spots available to sell for the same dates to clients and they are discounting those spots to $800 each.  Pheasant Bonanza is located just north of Omaha, Nebraska.

(3 Spots Open) – Louisiana Offshore
The inspection trip to Fish Venice is open to three OC franchise owners.  Dates can either be 1 or 2 days or an overnight trip.  I personally fished this area when we started working with 4 Reel Charters in 2004 (4 Reel recommended Fish Venice as they were partners before Hurricane Katrina).  The tuna fishing is awesome.   You will not be disappointed.  Cost to the group is $600 for a full day charter ($1,200 for two days) and $900 for an overnight trip.  This price is divisible by the number of inspectors and we need two or three to go.  Be the first to let me know you are interested and we can work with your dates.
(2 Spots Open) – Saskatchewan Whitetail 

The inspection trip to Canadian Trophy Quest has been set for a rifle whitetail hunt.  CTQ is owned and operated by Hanz Meyer who we have booked for at Mountain Creek Outfitters in Saskatchewan as well.  He is now running whitetail hunts through this new outfitting company and wants us to see it.  He has offered us two rifle whitetail hunts for this fall at the rate of $2,100 per hunter – discounted from his normal rate of $4,250.  He is also lowering his normal rate to $3,850 for us to sell to OC clients for this year.  The location is just outside of Carrot River, SK.  You can see some information (including pictures) at his new site www.canadiantq.com.
(1 Spot Open) – South Dakota Archery Antelope
The inspection trip has been set for Fairview Ranch Outfitters in South Dakota.  This is a new addition for us this week and we have the opportunity to send in one antelope hunter for $850 next month.  The hunt will be a decoy hunt (outfitter uses cow decoys) and the dates will be August 23-30.  This is a 6 day antelope hunt.  Normal rates are $1,500 but, they are raising those some starting in 2009.  The hunt includes lodging, meals and guided hunting.  The outfitter owns 20,000+ acres.  You can view more about Fairview Ranch at www.fairviewranchoutfitters.com
(2 Spots Open) – Kentucky Archery Whitetail

The inspection trip to CCW Outfitters in Kentucky is set.  CCW (www.huntccwo.com) is also a new offering to OC.  They offer 3,000 acres of archery only hunting for whitetails.  This hunt will take place December 7-10, 2008 and is three days of whitetail bow hunting.    Cost is only $850 per OC franchise owner.  Hunt includes lodging, meals and hunting.
 
Once again, inspection trips are what we base our business around.  We need to get these spots filled so that we are comfortable putting these destinations in the next catalog.  Please take a serious look at any of these you can make.  There are trips on there from $150 - $3,500, meaning there is something in everyone’s price range.  Most of them have spots for clients to join.  Some of you who have not taken a trip yet this year, invite a friend or two and GET OUT on one of these great trips!
