Awesome Story
This story was e-mailed to me today from J.D. LeClere (IN).  J.D. has been a long time OC franchise owner until he recently joined forces with Johnny Wellman in a salesman capacity.  
Marc,
I have to pass this on to you.  It has nothing to do with any of our
lodges, but is a neat story.
The guy in the picture is my cousin.  He has been a paraplegic since
being hurt in a snow-sledding accident over 30 years ago.  He spent 3
months in the hospital after the accident, got out that April and was
duck hunting by November.  He later finished his B.S. degree and works
every day in management for the local rural electric cooperative.
He is a true duckaholic (his first love) but has also bagged several
deer during past gun seasons (shotgun and muzzleloader only in
Indiana)...but he had never taken a deer with a bow.  He has always
hunted out of his ATV with a light weight camo tarp thrown over and
around him and the ATV.
That all changed this year.
My brother and I set up a 3/4" plywood platform and threw up a pop-up
camo tent over it.  This allows him 360 degree access as he can turn on
the hard surface.  He hunted this year with his new cross-bow (also in
the pictured with him and his 7-pt buck).  We did this set-up for the
first time during this past turkey season and it worked then as well
(also his first turkey).
It's a little extra work helping him in and out of the ATV (to his
wheelchair and back), but the payoff is well worth it.  Transferring to
and from the ATV is about the only thing that he needs help with.  The
little work that we do is nothing in comparison to the effort that he
goes through each and every time he prepares to hunt.  He is always up
"very" early getting himself ready while we are still warm in our beds.
