Hey Marc,
I wanted to let you know how my corporate group at Ranger Creek went.  I was able to hunt with and film the first half of the group (10 hunters and 1 non hunter) I had Lindsey Maas with me (Field Producer and Camera Man) so we were able to double team the filming.  We actually got 5 kills on tape 3 Whitetail and 2 Boar.  The group is was so happy after the first day they were asking about dates for next year.  Ranell and Randy Walker have an excellent team working for them and they know how to take care of our customers.  I had to leave a day early but we already had the 3 Whitetail down with the largest in the mid 130's and the other two in the 120's.  Everyone was seeing deer including a couple that went over 150.  I shot my boar on the first afternoon and saw at least 50 that day.  While we were there filming, Mossy Oak was there filming waterfowl.  We saw their footage and there were so many ducks and geese that the sky was actually black with birds, they said they had never seen anything like it not even in Saskatchewan!  Lindsey is going back in January to film one of Steve Ellenson’s customers on an Aoudad Sheep/Boar combo.

As a follow up to Doug’s e-mail his customer had to turn over his deer to the game warden when he took it to his taxidermist.  Seems as though Kentucky added a new clause to its hunting restrictions this year that a hunter from KY can no longer bring deer back from a list of states and provinces due to CWD concerns.  This seems a bit extreme and until now none of us had heard of this.  Doug’s hunter was able to keep the antlers but, lost the cape and skull.  If you are booking any hunters from KY, please be sure to have the read the KY hunting regulations and see if they can bring back trophies from the area they are looking to hunt.  If they cannot, they need to make plans ahead of time.  Here was Doug’s message to me regarding the issue:

Marc,

    I just got off the phone with my taxidermist and he said that was indeed true. Kentucky started it this year. They have a whole list of states as well as Alberta and Saskatchewan that you can not bring back any bone matter from. To use he's words it is pure nonsense and they are only looking at the revenue from the tickets they write. Yes there is a fine as well as taking your deer, elk or whatever. You may want to let the other agents know if they book someone on a hunt from Kentucky to advise there clients. This may keep from having a very unhappy client. Thanks.
